There is a rawness here, a grandeur that steals your
breath before you even realise it.

AMA was built for riders who don’t just
want a holiday — they want immersion, connection, and discovery on two
wheels.

The Pearl of Africa Tour is the purest expression of Uganda’s magic — a journey
created for riders who crave raw wilderness, rare wildlife encounters, and
moments so powerful they stay with you long after you’ve left the forest behind. If
you’re searching for more than just a tour — if you want an experience that
reaches into your soul, challenges your sense of wonder, and rewards you with
memories unlike anything else on earth — this is the one.





Day 1 – Kampala Arrival
Arrive in Entebbe and take delivery of your motorcycle. After settling in, we’ll
head out to explore some local highlights before gathering for a relaxed
group dinner at the hotel’s beachside restaurant. This is your chance to meet
your fellow riders, run through the adventure ahead, and ask any questions
before the journey begins.

Day 2 & 3 – Murchison Falls
We ride north toward Murchison Falls National Park, one of Uganda’s most
dramatic and wildlife-rich reserves. The park lies along the shores of Lake
Albert and is bisected by the Victoria Nile, which violently funnels through a
narrow gorge before plunging into the falls below.
Wildlife here includes elephants, lions, giraffes, hippos, crocodiles, and
chimpanzees, with rare shoebill storks found in the Lake Albert Delta.

Day 4 & 5 - Fort Portal and crater lakes
The ride south takes us into the lush, rolling landscapes around Fort Portal,
famous for its dramatic crater lakes and steep, emerald-green hillsides.
We’ll spend two nights overlooking crater lake, with optional activities
including:
Visiting a tea plantation
Exploring a local village and learning traditional crafts
Riding to the Congo border
Optional chimpanzee trekking (subject to availability)
This is a scenic and slower-paced section of the journey, perfect for soaking
up Uganda’s rural beauty.

Day 6 & 7 - Queen Elizabeth National Park
We continue to Queen Elizabeth National Park, one of Uganda’s most
diverse ecosystems.
Highlights include:
A three-hour boat safari along the Kazinga Channel, drifting past hippos, Nile
crocodiles, and abundant birdlife
On-bike game drives across the Mweya Peninsula with our ranger, searching
for lions and leopards
Evening drinks as hippos wander past our accommodation
An early start on Day 7 gives us the best possible game drive conditions
before lunch. In the afternoon, we ride to the Ishasha sector, home to the
famous tree-climbing lions. Being on motorcycles allows us access to areas
unreachable by traditional safari vehicles—this is safari riding at its finest.

Day 8 & 9 – Lake Bunyonyi
We ride southwest to Lake Bunyonyi, near the Rwandan border—one
of Uganda’s most beautiful and tranquil locations, famously featured
on the 5,000 Ugandan shilling note.
Here you have two options:
Relax and explore the lake, enjoying its scenery, islands, and a
peaceful canoe trip
For true adventurers: an early-morning ride to Bwindi Impenetrable
National Park for a guided gorilla trek
Gorilla trekking can take anywhere from 30 minutes to 4 hours and
is physically demanding—but this is not just “once in a lifetime” by
marketing standards. This is genuinely one of the most powerful
wildlife encounters on Earth.

Day 10 – Lake Victoria & Farewell
Our final ride takes us back toward Lake Victoria, where we end the journey
at a lakeside hotel. Relax in the almost Caribbean-like atmosphere, unpack
the bikes, share photos and stories, and enjoy a final meal together as we
reflect on an unforgettable adventure through Uganda.
